Accountant’s report

For The Year Ended 31 March 2009
I have reviewed the financial statements of the Council for Socially Responsible Investment for the year ended 31 March 2009 in accordance with the Review Engagement Standards issued by the New Zealand Institute of Chartered Accountants.
A review is limited primarily to enquiries of the Council’s personnel and analytical review procedures applied to financial data and thus provides less assurance than an audit.  I have not performed an audit and, accordingly, I do not express an audit opinion.

In common with other organisations of this size and nature control over revenues from donations prior to being recorded is limited, and there are no practical review procedures to determine the effect of this limited control.

Based on my review, except for adjustments that might have been found to be necessary had I been able to obtain sufficient evidence concerning donations, nothing has come to my attention that causes me to believe that the accompanying financial statements do not give a true and fair view.
